Russians to taste a dacha Scotland

View of Little Scotland on the edge of Moscow

THEY will be low-cost, desirable residences
set around a lake on a country estate called
Little Scotland. The only snag for Scots
desperate to get on the housing ladder is that
they are about 1,500 miles away, on the edgs
of Moscow.

Little Scotland is the creation of Russian
property magnates Sergei and Dmitry
Kozlovsky, who have decided to create a
Presbyterian idyll of low-rise utilitarian
homes among the pristine lakes and
pinewoods north of Europe's biggest city.

The pair — whose combined fortune is
believed to top £1bn — have already built
hundreds of houses and expect to have
hundreds more up by the end of the year,
making their new town, called Malenkaya
Shotlandiya, or Little Scotland, the Russian
capital's biggest "economy-class" suburb.

The Kozlovskys — and their development firm
Incom — are determined to capitalise on the
love of all things Scottish as they retarget
their business on cannier, recession-wary
buyers.

Their sales pitch for their two-storey
"townhouses" is unashamedly aimed at those
who share what are seen as Scottish values ¢

courage and thrift.

"We hope our new town will unite people

who have courage in their hearts and
canniness in their spirit," goes the blurb for
the new homes, which start at just under
£150,000 each, a steal by Moscow standards.
For anyone doubting the Scottish link, the
symbol of the new town is a Scots terrier
sporting a tam o'shanter.

Oksana Morgunova, who runs Edinburgh-
based Mapi Consulting, which brings Russian
businessmen and women over to Scotland,
said: "Scotland is very popular in Russia at
the moment. It is a very strong brand and
there are two Caledonian Societies in
Moscow.

"The place where this village is being built is
very much like rural Perthshire.

Officially, Incom staffers yesterday said Little
Scotland had been given its name to honour
the tens of thousands of Russians of Scottish
descent and to reflect its pleasant woodland
surroundings. But the fact that the Kozlovskys
have called their first "no-frills" development
Little Scotland suggests they might just be
trying to underline that it is good value for
money.

In Incom's other, more lavish gated
communities, properties sell for around
£610,000.

Little Scotland, by contrast, is made of neat,
tidy two-storey homes, with all mod cons and
sizeable gardens, all for the price of a bog-
standard one-bedroomed flat in a high-rise in
one of Moscow's less sought-after
neighbourhoods.

Its first phase — some 682 homes by the end
of this year — is set in manicured grounds with
communal sports facilities, including tennis
and volleyball courts and a small lake.

Scotland is growing in popularity as a tourist



destination for wealthy Russians, many of
whom were brought up on the romantic
novels of Walter Scott, the poetry of Robert
Burns and, in recent years, the exotic flavours
of malt whiskies.

Scots played a key role in Russia from the
time of lvan the Terrible, serving as
mercenaries in its armies or as merchants an
craftsmen in its cities. Those wanting a little
taste of Scotland in Moscow without trekking
out to the suburbs won't have to try hard. An
old gothic Church of Scotland stands close to
the Kremlin, on a street named after the
polymath Jacob Bruce, Peter the Great's field
marshal.
